Accommodation

During your stay in Malta you will have the unique
opportunity to share and experience the day to day
life of a Maltese family together with all the diversity
of the Maltese culture.

All of our host families are licensed by the Malta
Tourism Authority and EC’s Accommodation
Department visit all host families before they are
accepted to host students and then follow up with
regular home visits to ensure the comfort and safety
of our students.

This accommodation option places you with one of
our welcoming host families. You can choose to stay
in a private bedroom or share with another student.
Breakfast and evening meal are included in the
programme.

With advanced notice we can accommodate any
special requests that you may consider necessary
for your well being e.g. non smoking family, no pets,
allergies, special dietary requirements etc. However
you should bear in mind that this may not always be
possible.

EC is happy to assist students with arrangements
for any justifiable accommodation change. Requests
